On Tuesday December 10, 2024 at 6:30 PM we will be decorating our Church for the
Christmas Holidays. Council Members should be present but all are welcome to help.

On Friday, November 15, our Church began a 40-day St. Philip’s Fast or “Pylypivka”.
This is the time of our spiritual preparation to celebrate the birth of Our Lord Jesus Christ,
which involves a deeper prayer, stricter fasting and generous almsgiving. Prayer renews
our faith in Lord, fasting strengthens our will and self-control, and almsgiving turns our
attention to our neighbor especially those who are in need, lonely and alone. It is
suggested that your parish choose a social service project that would benefit less fortunate
in your own parish and/or local community. For example, food or clothing drive, Christmas
dinner baskets, grocery gift cards, provide presents for children especially orphans, shut-
ins, homeless, less fortunate, etc.
