Apostolos (1 Corinthians 1:10-18)

Prokimenon: Make vows to the Lord your God and fulfill them;* let all round
about him bring gifts to the awesome Lord!

Stichon: God is renowned in Judah;* in Israel, great is his name.
Reading from the First Epistle of St. Paul to the Corinthians:

Brethren, we are God’s co-workers, you are God'’s field, God’s building.
According to God'’s grace which has been given to me, as a wise builder, |
laid the foundation, and another builds upon it. But let everyone be careful
how he builds upon it. For other foundation no one can lay, but that which
has been laid, which is Jesus the Christ.

But if anyone builds upon this foundation with gold, silver, gems, wood, hay,
straw- the work of each one shall be made manifest: for the Lord’s day shall
declare it, because it shall be revealed in fire; and the work of each man,
whoever he be, shall be assayed in fire. If the work any man built on the
foundation stands, he shall receive a reward; if someone’s work burns down,
he shall suffer its loss, yet he himself shall be saved, though only in passing,
SO to speak, through fire.

Do you not know that you are God’s temple, and that God’s Spirit lives in
you? If anyone destroys this temple of God, God will destroy him: for holy is
God’s temple, and this [holy temple] you are.

Gospel: (Mt 14:14-22)

At that time Jesus made the disciples get into the boat and precede him to
the other side, while he dismissed the crowds. After doing so, he went up on
the mountain by himself to pray. When it was evening he was there alone.
Meanwhile the boat, already a few miles offshore, was being tossed about



by the waves, for the wind was against it. During the fourth watch of the night,
he came toward them, walking on the sea. When the disciples saw him
walking on the sea they were terrified. "It is a ghost," they said, and they
cried out in fear. At once (Jesus) spoke to them, "Take courage, it is I; do not
be afraid." Peter said to him in reply, "Lord, if it is you, command me to come
to you on the water." He said, "Come." Peter got out of the boat and began
to walk on the water toward Jesus. But when he saw how (strong) the wind
was he became frightened; and, beginning to sink, he cried out, "Lord, save
me!" Immediately Jesus stretched out his hand and caught him, and said to
him, "O you of little faith, why did you doubt?" After they got into the boat, the
wind died down. Those who were in the boat did him homage, saying, "Truly,
you are the Son of God." After making the crossing, they came to land at
Gennesaret.
